 Mr. Schick was a retired teacher and principal from the Loyalsock Township School District, but filled so 
many other roles in our community.  Mr. Schick served on our Board of Directors for the School District where he 
served as treasurer, vice president and president.   
 On September 30, 2004, the newly renovated Four Mile School was named the Donald E. Schick Elemen-
tary School during a ceremony which recognized Don’s dedication to the school district and to the families and 
students he served. 
 Don’s  wife, Ada, of 62 years, served the district as school nurse and recently acknowledged she served 
many students  over the years and “over  1000 different students one year.” 
 Don and his wife were members of Faxon Kenmar United Methodist church and have one daughter, Lynn 
Pearl of Bound Brook, N.J.  Don was a member of Eureka Lodge #335 F&AM, the Williamsport Consistory, past 
member of the Loyalsock Township Board of Supervisors, and the Joint Operating Committee for the Lycoming 
County Career Consortium. 
 Don served in the military as a member of the 8th Air Force, which included tours of duty in England and 
Germany during WWII. 
 Funeral services were held at the school on Saturday, November 21.   
 Even after retirement, Don would grace the school many mornings and afternoons with a smile and his 
good humor.  Don always knew many of the members in our school community by name and always knew some-
thing about them.  He loved this  school and the teachers, students and staff here.  His humor, his heart and his life 
will be sadly missed by not only the Schick community, but by all here in Loyalsock.
